2. Connect power cables to driver box (Fig. 2)
3. Connect all wires accordingly (Fig. 3) 
4. Select desired power level and CCT.    
    Re-install driver box cover (Fig. 4)
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5. Remove existing light fixture (if retrofit)    
    and replace with new LED troffer (Fig. 5)
6. Use the additional T-bar clips for additional  
    safety (Fig. 6)
